Working Gundog & Working Gundog Puppy of the Year Awards
Regulations and Points

The competition shall run from 15t January to 315 December in any one year.

Owners are responsible for submitting claim forms to the Secretary by 315 January of the
following year.

The competition is open to Lagotto owned by fully paid-up members of the LRCGB.

Points may be claimed at a maximum of 10 Working Tests, Working Assessments or Field
Trials a year plus the LRCGB Working Test or Assessment.

All Tests/Assessments or Trials claimed for must follow Royal Kennel Club regulations.
Working Gundog points may be claimed for Novice or Open Tests.

Working Gundog Puppy points may be claimed for Tests/Assessments where the puppy
was 12 months or younger on the day of the Tests/Assessments.

Points may only be claimed for one Test on the day (Puppy, Novice or Open).

In the event of equality of points, the Working Gundog of the Year and Working Gundog
Puppy of the Year shall be the Lagotto gaining the highest placing and with the highest
number of points at the LRCGB Working Tests/Assessment.

In the event of further equality of points, the Working Gundog of the Year and Working
Gundog Puppy of the Year shall be the Lagotto gaining the most 1% Placings during the
year.

In the event of further equality then the Award shall be shared.

Points for Best in Test, Best Hunter in Tests/Test and, for the LRCGB Assessment/Test
Judges’ Choice, may be claimed in addition to a placing or win.

The ‘Of the Year’ Awards shall be presented at the following year’s AGM, shall be held for
11 months and returned at least one month before the next AGM, and shall remain at all
times the property of the LRCGB.
