Date: Saturday 2nd May

Morning session is aimed at beginners, dogs should have a 
desire to retrieve (doesn 't need to be polished) and have some 
basic obedience skills (doesnΩt need to be perfect) including 
walking on a loose lead, recall, sit and stay for a short duration.  

The exact criteria covered in each session will depend a little on 
the dogs in the group  but we plan to cover a range of marked, 
and memory retrieves, along with handling exercises. We will 
have access to a small lake so will have the opportunity to 
retrieve from water and handle around water as appropriate for 
each level.

Your hosts for the training weekend are Claire and John Denyer 
of Family Dog Services. Claire and John are full time trainers and 
behaviourists with a particular passion for working dogs. You can

Dogs 
should be capable of undertaking marked, memory and blind 
retrieves, have good general obedience, directional control 
(outs and backs) and a good  stop whistle.
